1. What is the Accuplacer test?

Accuplacer is a placement test SUBR uses to determine course placement and to set students up for success. SUBR offers the Next-Generation Accuplacer.

2. How many times can I take the Accuplacer test?
Students are allowed two attempts per registration period.

3. What are the scores accepted by SUBR for college level courses?
QRAS Math 250
English 250

4. Can I use a calculator on Accuplacer Math?
No, you can’t. There are some questions that may allow for a calculator and if so one will pop up on the screen for that question.

5. What is the fee for Accuplacer test?

The cost is $25 per testing session.
6. Is the Accuplacer test timed?

No, you are not timed however, average test timing is 2.5 hours.
7. What is needed to take Accuplacer via Online Proctoring Option?

You will need a desktop, laptop, or chromebook with a web camera, you will need internet access, a quiet location in which to take the test, and photo id to prove your identity.

8. What is needed to take Accuplacer via In Person Proctoring Option?

Ability to come on campus SUBR – Baton Rouge Campus, a mask, and photo id to prove your identity.

9. How long will it take to get my score?

Scores are available as soon as you complete the test.

10. How will the Office of Admission know my score?

Admission will receive scores for students at the end of each business day.
11. How to prepare for the Accuplacer Test?

12. What accommodations are available for the Accuplacer test?
Accommodations are specific to the student and based on need. Please be sure to indicate what accommodations you usually receive for your test in school now.

13. How can I check to make sure Accuplacer will work on my computer?

Go to accuplacer.org and utilize the “Verify System” tool to see if your computer meets the minimum specifications required for Accuplacer tests.

14. How do I get the Zoom account required for testing?

Go to zoom.com and register for the Free Account prior to the date of your text.

15. What types of devices can I use to test?

Students can test on a desktop, laptop, or chromebook. These are the only devices that will work, you cannot take the test on an ipad or mobile phone.
